Even the captivating worldview that becomes more attractive the more you play.

However, no matter how rich the game is, eventually, all the content is bound to be consumed.

Even for someone like me who loves games, there has never been a time when I held onto a game for such a long time, but this one always felt fresh with a new story and taste with each episode.

[Challenge completion rate 100.0%.]

It was true that I achieved all the challenges just yesterday.

Yet, there is a reason to play one more episode.

[All challenges have been completed, unlocking the Hidden DLC.]

It was because of the unexpected existence of hidden content that I pressed the new game start button without hesitation.

Originally, this game is played by choosing a pre-designed playable character.

In the hidden DLC, it seems you can customize the playable character yourself.

“A new episode adds a different flavor.”

If there was one regret in this game, it was not being able to create my own character.

No matter how attractive the characters were, there was an unquenchable thirst that could not be satisfied if I couldn’t create my own character.

This thirst is finally being quenched.


Indeed, it’s a game that adds a fresh taste with each new episode.

I moved the mouse to the character creation window.

The character’s appearance appeared in the center, with the character’s stats and traits displayed on either side.

“What concept should I try…”

In fact, I’ve played with almost every conceivable concept as a playable character.

From warrior, magician, assassin, to stereotypical types like solo army, pure tank, and one-shot dealer.


If there’s any playstyle, I haven’t tried…

“How about trying the extreme king route.”

While there are late-game king characters among playable characters, their roles and limitations are clearly defined.

If the damage is strong, the tank is weak, and if the tank is tough, the damage is weak.

A character that can do both damage and tanking seemed ambiguous in performance, and every character had its weaknesses.

“Let’s create a character that can handle tanking, dealing damage, healing, buffing, and CC all on its own.”

A character that, if overcoming the early weaknesses, can reach higher heights in the late game than any other character, perhaps even aiming for the realm of gods.

This episode’s concept has been decided. Without looking, I began adding all kinds of debuff traits recklessly.

Severe obesity, necrotic dermatitis, psoriasis, reverse joints, twisted arms, frail constitution, mana insensitivity, carnivorous parasites, severe tinnitus, crossed eyes, terminal cancer, baldness, insomnia, and so on…

With each overlapping debuff trait that causes fatal hindrance to gameplay, the appearance of the character became noticeably gruesome.

When I added the last debuff trait, admiration involuntarily escaped my lips.

“Wow… Isn’t this character going to die as soon as we start?”

The skin, boiling in a reddish color as if bubbling, facial features buried in swollen skin, eyes devoid of light, and a grotesquely bald head with contorted limbs and torso.

Abomination… Ghoul…

More akin to an undead monster than a player character.

It seemed perfectly normal for the character to die immediately upon starting.

However, thanks to haphazardly stacking debuff traits, the bonus points increased immensely.

With these points, what to add first was already decided without having to think.

[Challenge Reward “All Knowledge in the World” Bonus! Adding 《Eye of Providence》.]

The Eye of Providence allows viewing all information in this world within the limits permitted by mana.

[Challenge Reward “Multiverse Traveler” Bonus! Adding 《Dimensional Shop》.]

A dimensional shop where, with dimensional currency, you can freely purchase everything from S-rank attributes like mana’s blessing and divine aura to ancient magic engineering, mythical items like Excalibur, Philosopher’s Elixir, and Necronomicon.

[Challenge Reward “Gods’ Incarnation” Bonus! Adding 《Favored One》.]

The Favored One not only raises the favorability of all thrones supporting the player to a perfect score of 100, sponsoring dimensional currency, various items, attributes, and skills but also boosts the Luck stat by ’50’.

Originally, in the game, these three bonus traits were hard to obtain, requiring various conditions and grinding in the late game.

The growth mechanism of this concept is simple.

1. Utilize the Eye of Providence and my extensive knowledge to seize hidden pieces.

2. Receive support from thrones with various attributes, skills, items, and dimensional currency.

3. Erase debuff traits through the dimensional shop and purchase various cheats.

“If you endure the early stages, it’s a real big jam.”

However, due to adding three exceptionally overpowered traits, a hefty price was paid, and the gathered points quickly dwindled to a mere 20%.

“These 20%…”

First, I raised the Willpower stat to ’30’.

Having such a lineup of debuff traits could lead to mental breakdown and the possibility of doing nothing and dying right at the beginning. To prevent this, resilient willpower is necessary, approaching the level of elite special forces.

And all remaining points were invested in Intelligence.

Even if the willpower is increased to enhance activity, with low intelligence, it’s like shouting into a void.

Low intelligence ruins the efficiency of all activities. Therefore, the final results are…

Dark Essence is typically found only in places filled with demonic energy, areas dense with necromantic energy, or similar regions of darkness.

So, at the very least, one would need to be an A+ grade hunter to even consider farming it.

‘And even then, the drop rate is atrociously low, and it’s found in places so dangerous that solo play is practically impossible, necessitating the hassle of party play.’

All those steps were skipped in this moment.

‘I feel like I owe Omen a word of thanks.’

Because Omen, the leader of the Red Cross Society, had done all that troublesome farming for him.

‘And yet, it looks ominously unsettling.’

The pitch-black color, which didn’t allow even a speck of light to penetrate, seemed to scream, ‘I am an incredibly ominous object!’

Out of over 1,000 debuff traits, which should he treat first?

‘The ones that hinder growth should be removed first.’

Traits that hinder endurance growth like [Allergic Dermatitis Lv. Low], [Viral Dermatitis Lv. Low], [Osteoporosis Lv. Lowest], etc.

Traits that hinder sensory growth like [Squint eyes Lv. Lowest], [Severe Tinnitus Lv. Lowest], etc.

Traits that hinder stamina growth like [Cancer Stage 2 Lv. Lowest], [Asthma Lv. Lowest], [Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease Lv. Lowest], etc.

Traits that hinder agility growth significantly despite boosting strength growth like [Obesity Lv. Low], etc.

Traits that hinder willpower and intelligence growth like [Adult ADHD Lv. Lowest], etc.

Traits that hinder mana and anti-magic growth like [Mana Deficiency Syndrome Lv. Low], etc.

‘By treating the traits that hinder growth, most health issues, appearance issues, and physical defects will be resolved.’

Simply consuming it would grant the user a [Epic] level wind spirit resonance trait. The [Epic] level wind spirit resonance was a step above the current trait Kang Seo-jun possessed, 《Spirit Resonance (Earth) Lv. Rare》.


While the [Rare] grade spirit resonance allowed control over minor spirits, the [Epic] grade enabled contracts with named spirits.

‘Contracting with a named spirit of [Epic] grade would significantly expand the possibilities of spirit magic.’

Named spirits of [Epic] grade could create something from nothing. They could generate wind in places without air and create rocks where there was no earth.

	If the target has any stat of 26 or higher in durability, intelligence, or will, the effect may not work.







The memory eraser Kang Seo-jun frequently used was only effective on [B] grade weaklings. Using it on a monster like Sakura, who was at [S- ] grade, would just break it.

‘Dark mana can also erase memories, but…’

His mana stats were still insufficient to erase the memories of an [S- ] grade superhuman. He had only been able to knock her out with dark mana because he had shot her with three doses of 《Peripheral Space Monster Tranquilizer》.

Even though she was unconscious, infiltrating her mental world to manipulate memories was beyond his current capabilities.

‘In the end, this seemed to be the best course of action.’

If he had tampered any further, Sakura might have woken up. Given her extremely sensitive senses and monstrous recovery rate, if she had woken up, surely….

Although she wouldn’t have been able to wield a sword since he had already taken it, she would have undoubtedly pierced Kang Seo-jun’s heart with a hand strike.

‘Moreover, he had stripped her naked….’

She might have misunderstood his intentions, thinking he was trying to assault her, and she wouldn’t have killed him easily.

Just thinking about it made him feel fortunate to have returned alive.

‘Okay. Enough worrying. Meeting Sakura was a stroke of luck. Things will work out somehow in the future.’

No matter what variables arise from that encounter, it won’t be a problem. By then, Kang Seo-jun would be stronger, and he would have a way to handle any issues that came his way.

‘Let’s focus on the task at hand.’

Kang Seo-jun tapped on the system window to open a portal and entered the 《Dimensional Rift Warehouse》.

Debuffs that hinder the acquisition and mastery of combat skills like [Swordsmanship Dullard Lv. Lowest], [Tofu Fists Lv. Low], etc.

‘Hmm….’

◆Traits

[Persistent Tooth Decay Bacteria Lv. Lowest], [Herpes Type 1 Lv. Lowest], [Herpes Type 2 Lv. Lowest], [Stomatitis Lv. Lowest], [Bad Breath Lv. Lowest], [Syphilis Lv. Lowest], [AIDS Lv. Lowest], [Gonorrhea Lv. Lowest], [Tonsillitis Lv. Low]….

Since Se-rin had been getting physically close more frequently, it seemed wise to prevent potential infections by curing various bacteria and sexually transmitted diseases now.

‘Hmm….’

Choosing the debuff traits he wanted to treat immediately, he already had 19. This exceeded the power capacity of the 《Life Support Device of Galactic Emperor》.

‘Well…. I can make up for the shortage with dimensional currency.’


Having just finished farming, he had a decent amount of dimensional currency. He could buy power sources from the dimensional shop to handle a few debuff traits.

‘Not all debuff traits need to be treated with the 《Life Support Device of Galactic Emperor》.’

In fact, many debuff traits had already disappeared naturally as Kang Seo-jun grew.

Just from the effects of the 《Downtown Reconstruction Serum (Full Body) Lv. Legendary》, debuff traits like [Clubfoot], [Twisted Arm], [Hunchback], [Habitual Shoulder Dislocation], [Arthritis], [Weak Ligaments], [Cold Hands and Feet], [Varicose Veins] had all been resolved.

Purchasing so many skills at once had significantly depleted the dimensional currency he had accumulated.

‘Looks like I’ll have to go farming again this weekend.’

Now that he had mostly cured his debuff traits and learned basic magic and martial arts, it was time to spend money on enhancing his attributes.

Aura Vessel. It was an essential trait for using both mana and aura at the same time.

‘Without the Aura Vessel, the moment you weave a mana circle, your path as a warrior ends.’

Originally, mana and aura were forces that couldn’t be used simultaneously. The mana circle had a constantly circulating nature, while the aura in the dantian needed to be solidly condensed. The constantly circulating mana would disrupt the aura in the dantian, and the solidly condensed aura would interfere with the flow of the mana circle.

Therefore, a mage who wove a mana circle found it difficult to train in aura, and a warrior who accumulated aura in the dantian never wove a mana circle.

Of course, this was only true for ordinary people. This didn’t apply to Kang Seo-jun, who could freely learn the secrets of other dimensions through the Dimensional Shop.

‘With the Aura Vessel, I can accumulate aura without being hindered by the mana circle.’


By creating a separate space in the dantian solely for aura, it theoretically became possible to achieve the level of an 8-circle archmage and a grandmaster simultaneously.

There was nothing more to extract from Park Shin-hye using 《Parasitic Growth》. While there were still buff traits like 《Sword Talent Lv. Advanced》 and 《Martial Arts Talent Lv. Advanced》 left, it was much easier and more economical to buy such traits from the Dimensional Shop rather than extracting them with 《Parasitic Growth》.

‘Still, it’s better to maintain the host-parasite relationship.’

Since the Red Cross Society was still targeting Park Shin-hye, he needed to keep the host-parasite relationship to mark her with 《Eye of Providence》 while using her as bait. Legendary], [Aura Vessel Lv. Legendary], [Heir of Taesan Lv. Epic+], [Spirit Resonance (Wind) Lv. Epic], [Extreme Yang Body Lv. Epic-], [Mana Manipulation Lv. Rare+], [Three Elements Body Lv. Rare+], [Extreme Yin Body Lv. Rare+], [Light Attribute Mana Lv. Rare], [Dark Attribute Mana Lv. Rare], [Fire Attribute Mana Lv. Rare], [Elemental Resonance (Earth) Lv. Rare], [Innate Martial Body Lv. Rare], [2nd Circle Lv. Common], [Erectile Dysfunction Lv. Lowest], [Baldness Lv. Lowest]…

From physical buffs to elemental mana, elemental resonance, and various others….

He had accumulated many traits so far, but to reach his goal of becoming the ‘Ultimate King,’ he still needed to gather a mountain of traits.

‘First, I need to collect all the elemental mana.’

There were a total of eight attributes in this world: Water, Fire, Wind, Lightning, Wood, Earth, Light, and Darkness.

‘I currently have Fire, Wind, Earth, Light, and Darkness. Five in total.’

To continue advancing his King path, he needed the remaining three attributes: Water, Wood, and Lightning.

‘To obtain the Heavenly Martial Body, I need to be able to handle all attributes.’

Of course, this journey would require not only time but also numerous farming sessions and power sources. However, for a seasoned expert like Kang Seo-jun, this was an easy process… not even a chore.

‘I’ll be farming with Grandfather Park Tae-ho all week… In just one week, I’ll grow to a level incomparable to my current specs.’

The primary role of the 《Brilliant Cradle of the Young Divine Emperor》 was ‘stat enhancement.’

‘The higher the stats, the more power sources are needed, making it less efficient in the later stages….’


For now, there was no other means as efficient for enhancing abilities as the 《Brilliant Cradle of the Young Divine Emperor》.
